Approval of Minutes

It was moved by Dr. Bomhard, seconded by Ms. Varnadoe, to approve the minutes of the September
12, 2005, meeting.

Old Business

There was no old business.

New Business

@ Mr. Fisher presented a request for approval to release a Request for Proposals (RFP) for
Design-Building Services for the construction of a Recreation and Parks Administration
Building at the South Beach Park.

It was moved by Dr. Bomhard, seconded by Mr. Simmons, to approve the request.

Mr. Lindorff advised the Board that this is one of the projects for which the Agency earmarked
approximately $550,000 in Tax Increment Funds at the September 12 meeting.

The building would be approximately 3,000 square feet in size and would be pre-wired and set up to
allow it to be used to run the City Government in the event that City Hall were damaged or destroyed.

He advised that, some years ago, the City of Jacksonville passed an ordinance granting us the authority
to use Tax Increment Funds for public buildings.

The motion passed unanimously.
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(b) Mr. Fisher presented a request for approval to release a Request for Proposals (RFP) for
Engineering Consultant Services for the Design and Permitting of a Stormwater Management
System on North 2™ Street between 6™ Avenue North and 9™ Avenue North.

It was moved by Dr. Bomhard, seconded by Mr. Simmons, to approve the request.

Mr. Lindorff advised that this is another project in the City’s Capital Improvement Program. This will
be in addition to the existing system which the City, with the assistance of the Redevelopment Agency,
installed in the Downtown area.

He stated that there is a line, located at about 5™ Avenue North, which marks two different basins and
the water south of there goes south and north of there goes north. This new system should pick up the
water in another fault and pump it back to the existing system where it will flow, by gravity, into the
vault located underneath Beach Boulevard and then to the Jacksonville Beach Golf Club.

The motion passed unanimously.
