
Jax Beach Adult Softball
Safety Guidelines



1. All fans and players must adhere to any state and local safety guidelines while on park premises.
2. Please allow 6’ of social distancing guidelines when around the park.
3. Any players or official not feeling well or showing any symptoms of Covid-19 should not attend games (coaches will be responsible for policing their team).
4. Any player or official who has knowingly come into contact with someone who has Covid-19 should not come to the park for at least 14 days.
5. Players are not allowed to shake hands, high five, or initiate any physical contact after the ball game with the opposing team.
6. One team should not enter the field until the other team has fully exited the field. To help enforce this rule, we have now spread games out further apart. The times are 6:30, 7:50, and 9:10pm. Game times will still maintain a one hour and ten minute time limit and complete the inning in progress. The grace period for the first game only will be ten minutes now instead of the usual fifteen minute grace period.
7. There will only be five players allowed in the dugout. The rest of the team will have to wait outside of the gate to the field. For example: for team on offense; 5 players in the dugout, the first base coach, third base coach, one player in the on deck circle and a batter in the box. All others are to be outside of the gate. Feel free to bring any folding chairs to have a seat a safe distance apart from one another.
8. Each team will take care of their own softballs, umpires will not handle them any longer.
9. Umpires will take a couple more steps back from the catcher
10. Spectators are to social distance in the stands.
11. Players should limit any sharing of equipment.
12. Players and officials may wear a mask if they so choose.
13. Players are highly recommended to bring disinfectant wipes and hand sanitizer to use when coming on and off the field between innings.
14. Pre-game meeting at home plate is limited to one coach per team and one official. Social distancing is to be maintained.
15. These rules are subject to change per the City of Jacksonville Beach and or the Softball Board.
