Safe environment for diverse

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> Corridor within the road right-of-
way, along one side of the road

> Separation between the trail and edge
of vehicle traffic way is minimal (less
than 10 feet, but typically 5 feet)

> The proximity of the multi-use trail to
the edge of the roadway can result in
a less comfortable user experience,
especially on higher volume roadways

> Area between trail and travel way
may be planted with groundcovers
due to a narrow planting area
