New Rule Change (per board meeting)
Home Run Limit
	A League:  5 home run limit
	B League:  4 home run limit
	C League:  3 home run limit

When the ‘A’ team plays a ‘B’ team, home runs will reference the ‘B’ league limit of 4 home runs.  As always, in any league, if both teams agree then the home run limit can be unlimited.


Regular Season League Format
A –
· A/B Division will play each team in their division twice.
· C Division will play each team in their division once.  The teams will then play three (3) additional games (picked at random) to finish the season.  All games count in the standings.

B-
· A/B Division – A team with the best regular season record will be the A champion.
· A/B Division – B team with the best regular season record will be the B champion.
· C Division – C team with the best regular season record will be the C champion.

C-
· The A regular season champion and the tournament champion will automatically stay in the A league for the 2021 Spring season.  If the A regular season champion wins the A tournament, then the A tournament runner-up will stay in the A league for the 2021 Spring season.
· The B regular season champion as well as the B tournament champion will automatically move up to the A league for the 2021 Spring season.
· The C regular season champion as well as the C tournament champion will automatically move up to the B league for the 2021 Spring season.



Tournament Format
· Tournament is single elimination.
· All teams make the end of the season single elimination tournament at no additional cost except for the same official/scorekeeper fees.  Teams do not have to participate in the tournament and will not be penalized any forfeit fees if they do not wish to participate.  This must be confirmed with the Recreation Department and a date will be set at a later time for a decision by your team.
· B regular season champion will move up to the A tournament as the #4 seed.
· C regular season champion will move up to the B tournament as the #3 seed.

Other Information
A-
· During games there is no music allowed in the dugouts, on the field, outside the field of play, or in the bleachers.  A team’s game can be forfeited or they can be removed from the league if this becomes an issue.
· As always, NO ALCOHOL is allowed in the dugouts, on the field, outside the field of play, in the bleachers, or in the parking lot.  Teams can be removed from the league for this as well.  Wingate Park, as well as all of Jacksonville Beach, has an open container law.
· Rosters are DUE by FRIDAY, AUGUST 7, 2020, BY 4:00 PM.

Midpoint Break
· During this time teams may drop or add players and players may change teams.  If changes are made, you MUST call the Recreation Department so we can change your roster.  Mid-point break is August 26 – September 2, 2020.
